What is it? A demonstration speech is an informative speech in which a speaker presents
step-by-step directions to an audience about how to do drow to make something. The
speaker carefully demonstrates every step of the process. The information the speaker

How do | select a topic?
Choose a topic that interestyou and is easy to fulfill the requirements on the rubric.

e Selecta topic that you can easily provide visual aids.

e Selecta topic that will be relevant and interesting to the majority of your classmates.

e Avoidobvious or trivial topics. If most people in he audience already know how to
complete the process you are demonstrating, then there is no need for you to
demonstrate it, unless you are demonstrating a totally new and different way to do
SO.

e Avoidany topic that is too complicated. If the process camh be broken down into
simple and distinct steps, or would take too much time to demonstrate, pick
something else.

e Avoidany process that cannot be easily demonstrated in our classroom. Consider
constraints such as lack of space or equipment.

Structure of Speech

The speech must have an inbduction, body, and conclusion just like the Informative
Speech. Please be sure you have the same components in the thiction and conclusion
that you were supposed to for the Informative.

10 Golden Rules:
Choose a topic that can be reasonably be coverede6i0-10:30 (7-10 min.)
1. Use visual aids large enough for everyone in the audience to see.
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2. Carefully set up allmaterials and cover the demonstration area (if necessary to

avoid a mess) before beginning the speech. (The speaker will not be able to return

to her seat to get needed items.

Open all bottles and containers before beginning the speech.

Clearly explain anddemonstrate each and every step of the process.

Keep talking during the entire speech. Demonstration without a verbal presentation

will not be adequate.

6. Keep speaking and demonstrating no matter what happens. Do not apologize for
problems. Apology only daws attention to a mistake or problem.

7. Discuss variation or offer extra hints for success instead of demonstrating without
speaking.
(Research and think of ideas to have in case you need something to say).

8. Show a finished product or process during the spah.

9. Answer questions after the speech, and then clean up.
